SKYLINE RIDGE POOL RULES

Words in italics were added by voting members at the 8/10/99 pool meeting.

DEFINITIONS: “Members™ are persons over the age of 18 whose names appear on the Skyline

Ridge Membership List.
“Children” are the children of Members.
The “pool area™ is the entire area enclosed by the fence and lot.

I GENERAL POLICIES:

No person, adult or child, shall swim alone at any time.

Pool hours shall be limited to the hours of 6:00 a.m. until 10:00 p.m. daily during the announced
swim season, except when the pool is being cleaned or repaired.

It is OREGON STATE LAW: No person under 14 years of age may enter the pool area or swim
unless accompanied by a person 18 years of age or older who acknowledges responsibility or if a
lifeguard is on duty. Baby-sitters under age 18 cannot bring children under age 14 into the pool
area.

The maximum number of children under the age of 14 which any one person may acknowledge
responsibility for shall be the greater of (i) six, or (ii) their own children. Acknowledging
responsibility means actually watching the children. Please use appropriate judgement.--It is not

" safe to be swimming or reading if you are responsible for six children.
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During the time that a lifeguard is on duty, all unaccompanied children must sign in with the
lifeguard, show their identification card, and leave a contact phone number in case of emergency.
Any member present at the pool has complete authority over any unaccompanied minor children
(i.e., anyone under 18 years of age), or any accompanied children for whom the responsible person
18 not exercising appropriate attention.

Children and guests are required to identify themselves when requested to do so by any member.
A ten-minute adult swim period will be at 2 and 4pm. The adult swim period may also be
established for ten minutes every hour on the hour and from 9:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. if attending
adults so desire. Children 8 years and older who have passed the swim test can stay in the pool
during this time; younger children must get out of the pool. The rope can be off during ten-minute
lap swimming only.

NO smoking is allowed in the pool area.

MO glassware 1s allowed in the pool area.

Members shall remove or discard in containers any trash from the pool area when they leave.

NO food is allowed inside the fenced pool area. Food is to be eaten outside of the fenced area.

. Members may arrange swim lessons only during 6:00 am. to 11:00 a.m. weekdays.

NO water balloons in the pool area.

Children 13 years old and younger must pass a swim test each year to swim in the deep end.
Children ages 8 through 13 must pass a swim test each year to swim during lifeguard hours when
no adult accompanies them.

Children of members who are 14 years of age or older may bring one guest without supervision of

an adult if the guest is also at least 14 years old.

Children of members who are 11 vears of age or older (with proper [D) may bring one guest
withowt supervision of an adult when lifeguard is on duty if the guest is also at least 11 vears old
Guest must pass swim fest.
